CROSSING BORDERS – Grenzgänge
Crossing Borders – a ten-day educational hike by Slovenian and Austrian young adults along the Slovenian-Austrian border 
A border – what is this? During our trip we will cross the geographical border between Slovenia and Austria several times. A border which was made by humans and which has been transferred several times in the course of history. What do we need this border for? What do these borders signify when Europe is growing together through the EU? How did this border emerge and develop in a historical context? What does the border signify today? 

The hike Grenzgänge will deal with questions around the topic “border”. Geographical borders which become borders in our minds. Borders in our minds which become geographical borders. Borders within myself. Where do I draw a border myself? And why? Who do these borders serve? Without borders – what would this imply?
The project hike Grenzgänge poses questions about our personal experiences with borders and divisions, about borders which become prejudices, about the limits of our own feelings, thoughts and actions. These individual experiences will be seen and discussed in the broader context of international migration and asylum policy as well as the global economic system. Together we will introduce and develop possibilities for anti-racism and solidarity work. Thus, by hiking together we will experience, live, feel and work with the limits and borders of our different approaches. Therefore, an important requirement will be the active involvement of all participants.

Participants: 22 young adults (18-25 years)
11 persons from Slovenia and 11 persons from Austria

Time: 20.-30. July 2009
Funding: EU funding for youth encounters “Youth in Action“
The participants only have to pay 30% of the travelling costs.
