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Debating in action  youth exchange is being held in Hyvärilä centre (www.hyvarila.com), Nurmes Finland. Youth exchange has  approximately 50 participants from seven  European countries. Finnish, Romanian, Estonian, Spanish, Latvian, Czech and Slovenian youth are gathering together for a week to develop their debating skills and learn about new cultures. The project will equip the participants with skills that will be beneficial for their future activities and work. Debating method is an important and integrated part of both formal and non-formal education, helping to structure, research, present and defend ideas and causes. 
The program is a balanced mixture of three parts: 
· teambuilding

· training and 
· tournament 
Teambuilding is aimed at building stronger ties between the participants and enhance network building. Teambuilding uses the full potential of Hyvärilä centre and cultural and natural attractions of the region, combining both sportive activities and intellectual challenges. Training as the essential part of the project is aimed at knowledge building and sharing. Project will introduce a recognized trainer from Estonia to conduct intensive training module on debating skills and tactics. Those skills will be put to practise at the third part of the program- tournament. Participants will form teams that compete against each other and get valuable feedback from adjudicators.
Debating is an activity which has a long history and traditions, but it has lost its popularity especially among the youth. Nowadays youth are communicating via emails and meeting each other in the internet forums. What happened to sharp tongues and verbal virtuosos?  This type of an Youth exchange brings back the good old way of talking and opens the mouths of the passively typing youth!
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
